Bayard Rustin was an LGBTQ and
civil rights activist, known as a
key adviser to Martin Luther King
Jr. He advocated for nonviolent
resistance and organized the 1963
March on Washington. After being
arrested for a "moral cause," he
was publicly outed but embraced
his sexuality openly. Choosing to
work behind the scenes, he
ensured his identity did not
overshadow the movement. In
2013, he was posthumously
awarded the Presidential Medal of
Freedom for his tireless work
promoting equal rights.
